· Regional Haze R3 Planning Discussion 
· Had a meeting on 9/24, waiting to hear if EPA extends R3 deadline, can impact SIP deadlines. 
· TSC State and Local Vacancies – still looking for reps!
· Rhonda is working to get a State rep. from NM – NM thinks they’ll have staff available in a couple of months after new staff are onboarded. Kristen is working to get a Local rep., possibly from Lane County Regional Air Protection Agency (LRAPA)
· Analytic year work for the 2022 Platform Update (Rhonda, Tom, Karl)
· Rhonda: Analytic year data review began – not all sectors are available but should be available by October 1. Agencies are encouraged to look at the data via the Data Retrieval Tool and the control, projection, and closure packets on the ftp site. For “larger” comments to incorporate into v2, EPA encourages folks to start those discussions with EPA now. Will eventually have the 2022 platform available on the ADMS as well.
