1. Call to Order- Chelsea Cancino (UT)

2. Discussion Items 
a. Federal Land Manager Regional Haze Perspectives
i.  Melanie Peters, National Park Service
	Role of FLMs in Visibility Protection: RAVI should remain as it is. No changes are necessary.
	New Source Review Provisions: Need to clarify timing and submission. Always include FLMs
	Early engagement: 2nd round informal engagement was very successful and should continue. Should clarify the timing between 60 and 120 days. Clarify what is needed to initiate the formal consultation. Recommend that responses to the FLM comments should be included in the document for public comment.
	
Question: Are there considerations from NPS to include comments about regulating emissions within the parks? It is difficult because they are not a regulatory agency. There is not a broad plan for all parks, but we may look at individual parks with specific problems.
	Reasonable Progress: NPS will provide more details to EPA later. There is confusion between tracking progress, making reasonable progress, and setting reasonable progress goals. The modeling is not helpful and is generally done out of order. The way the URP is structured creates a safe harbor when it is not supposed to be. NPS thinks that the URP should not be a safe harbor. 
Consultation on Progress reports can just be 60 days. No need for early engagement.
Long-term strategy and reasonable progress should be based only on the four-factor analysis. That is how the current rule outlines it.
Source selection is important and consultation at this point should continue. Q/d analysis has worked okay, but there may be other, more effective way to identify and select sources.
Question: Could the FLMs help with resources to use a more robust source selection tool? NPS would like to help but funding is quite low.
	NPS recommended that states look at both NOx and SO2 emissions sources each round.
Mary Uhl mentioned the RH group with all MJOs where they are talking about how to leverage national level tools such as the 2022 EMP.
	Four-factor analyses: There are inconsistencies in how these are applied and so ask that this be clarified. This applies especially for determining that a source is already effectively controlled. Asked for guidance on evaluating area sources. EPA should establish national cost thresholds by sector.
