· Rhonda - Reiterated list on emission development.  2022v2 cComments are posted on SharePoint and ftp site.  Main news is on analytical years on vV2 and the slowdown in the collaborative in terms of getting the v2 analytic years complete..  The MJOs are drafting a wWhite paper letter to EPA leadership on why future year projections are important (in process).  We kKnow that change is in the works at EPA so how can we build projections until we know what future rule looks like.  However, wWe’d like to keep the momentum going and point out to EPA leadership the importance of an EMP for SIP work, permitting, and 179b demonstrations.. 
· IMPROVE Monitoring Core Sites priority list – in review now
· Rhonda – Jay is the gathering input from western agencies on which IMPROVE sites should be considered core sites. This is because the lead…  budget for IMPROVE has been stagnant and. we n Need to trim ~$500k from costs.  Scott asked for everyone to offer a list of sites that would be consider “core”.  Certain sites would remain full sites, while other would/could reduce to 1 in 6 day or less species.  If we could trim 55% or so of sites as non-core would do it.  Avoid site shutdown.  Developing a WESTAR recommendation list.  3 criteria: site a surrogate for others (used for more than one CIA), sites that were are close to glidepath where progress needs to be monitored more closely, and past data completeness.  Ranked on a state-by-state basis.  If state has input to sway ranking (one over another).  Pretty much ready.  Will send out one last postcheck in confirming the recommendations for Scott, however this is …  Nnot the final say.…  we cCan reevaluate in the future.  Also, WESTAR mMade a case for keeping the network in the RH letter to Aaron Szabo.  
· Barna - NPS is talking about budget constraints.  Wait and see posture.  
· Steve Miller – Are we talking about other pollutants? Because some of these sites also measure other pollutants beyond the IMPROVE functions.  Jay – those sites will rRemain static as will.  Also does not address protocol, and tribal , sites.
