· EPA vacatur motion for the 2024 PM NAAQS reconsideration
· Rhonda - EPA relying on Kentucky court case to undo the rule.
· Julie Hunter - lots of legal wrangling, cost of 12 v. 9 standard, AQI likely to stay at 12
· Jessica Hejny provided some legal commentary, e.g., rescind v. vacate, CAA forbids considering costs for NAAQS, probably won’t see a more stringent standard until new administration
· Julie Hunter – many regions would struggle with the 9 ug/m3 standard
