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NOTES: This option includes the WESTAR Planning and Technical Committees. The Planning Committee has the important role of not only discussing external policy and planning, but internal strategy for the “network”…what are the important initiatives we need to plan for within our organization?  Meets monthly. The Technical Committee serves as the “technical commons,” a cross-topic forum that may only meet quarterly, depending on activity in Topical Workgroups (avoid duplication between Technical Committee meetings and Topical Workgroup meetings). Representatives (WG, Committees, and Caucuses) make up the Coordinating Group (CG). The CG reports to the Board and Council (this may be duplicative right now, until we examine the relationship between Council and Board). The CG helps WGs stay in “information mode” and serves as the communication hub, making sure that if more than one WG/topic forum is interested in a topic, they are all invited. The CG can also pivot to “project management” mode when needed. The voice of the Planning Committee co-chairs is especially important in the CG because they can bring up future planning direction - are the topic forums appropriate for what we need? Do we need subgroups? Sunset other subgroups? Do we need to initiate “project management” mode? The Local and Tribal Caucuses are closely aligned with the Committees and report out to Board/Council at least twice a year.
